2011 VH1VBALL JUNIOR EVENT SCHEDULE

(Dates and Locations subject to change)
Registration Info: All events will be $40 per team with online registration at www.vh1vball.com up to the day before the event. If space permits, registering at the event is also an option in which case it will be $50 per team. NOTE: USAV National Tour stop event will have a separate registration process/fees.
Check-in Time: 8:00AM-8:30AM (Morning Session – U14 and U12), 12:30-1:00PM (Afternoon Session – U18 and U16)
Competition Start Time: shortly after 8:30AM (Morning Session), shortly after 1:00PM (Afternoon Session)
Event Format: All events are planned to be standard doubles format. Likely divisions to be offered will be U18, U16, U14, and U12 girls and U18, U14 boys/coed depending on interest. Teams will be grouped into pools and will play each team in the pool in a round robin fashion. Typically, the top 2 teams from each pool will then compete in a single elimination playoff for first and second place awards. Depending on number of participants, play should wrap up around 1-2PM (Morning Session) and 6-7PM (Afternoon Session).

FAQ:

What are the requirements to sign-up for a tournament? All events are USAV sanctioned, meaning that all participants must be USAV members. Registration can be done through a link on the website or at the event by filling out a form. Membership costs $5 per event or $15 for the entire summer. If you participated on a USAV indoor club team then you don’t need to do anything more.
Where do I sign-up for an event? All events (except May 14th USAV National Tour event) will be available for registration via links from our website – www.vh1vball.com/juniors.asp . 
What age divisions will there be? We’ll plan to have the following age divisions at our local events depending on interest. Younger players wanting to play at a higher division are free to do so:

U18 – Born Sept 1, 1992 or later
U14 – Born Sept 1, 1996 or later
U16 – Born Sept1, 1994 or later
U12 – Born Sept 1, 1998 or later
Do you have to sign-up with a partner? What if I don’t have a partner? We’ll do our best to match you up with someone else that is also looking for a partner. We realize that some people prefer to play with someone they know so it’s recommended that people looking for partners show up to one of the beach volleyball club meetings leading up to an event to get introduced and have an opportunity to play together.

	U18: Born Sept 1, 1992 or later 
U16: Born Sept 1, 1994 or later

U14: Born Sept 1, 1996 or later  
U12: Born Sept 1, 1998 or later 

	Scoring
	Teams will be grouped into pools with a round robin format. A team that is not currently playing will be responsible for keeping score and referee. Rally Scoring: 2 games to 21, or 1 game to 25 depending on pool size. Top teams from each pool will advance to a single elimination playoff. 

	Side changes
	On multiples of seven (7)

	Court size
	Smaller doubles courts - 16 m x 8 m (52'6" x 26'3")

	Net height
	8' - Boys U16, U18, U20 
7'4” -Boys U14 and Girls U14, U16, U18, U20 
7' - Boys U12, U10 and Girls U12, U10

	Does the block count as a contact?
	Yes

	Are open hand dinks allowed?
	No

	Are net serves allowed?
	Yes

	Can you set the serve?
	No

	Setting over the net
	Players handling the ball must set the ball in direction they are facing or directly behind them (shoulders squared) when returning the ball over the net.

	How many tosses are you permitted on the serve?
	Only one
